COMPETITIVE EXAMS

School emphasizes giving maximum opportunities to students to explore their potential and
passion. This year our students participated in the Innoventure Challenge, SOF Olympiad,
Homi Bhabha Competition and Scholarship exams. We could achieve a few milestones this
year and those are -

e Science Olympiad Foundation (SOF) :- 392 students of our school appeared in Olympiad
exams this year and secured 12 Gold Medal of Excellence in IGKO ; 12 Gold Medal of

Excellence in IEO. 7 students are qualified for 2" level in IMO along with 2 Medals of
Distinction and 20 Gold medalists.

3. Vocational Guidance : From the last 7 years, Podar is providing the Vocational Assessment
for students of grades IX and X. This program helps the students to understand their 1Q,
Aptitude and Interest to make better choices in selecting a career.

4. Annual Sports: School has organized the most awaited event i.e Annual Sports Day with
great enthusiasm and zeal. Shri. Ganesh Naykude, Founder and Chairman of Gurukul
Academy, Abdul Lat graced the occasion as chief guest.
