And Maharashtra will abide by the
provisions of the Right to Free and Compulsory Education for Children Act, 2011 (Annexure
Two).

3. The school will admit children from the nearest weaker section and the self-help group,
in the first class, up to a limit of at least 25% of the number of students in that class and
provide them free and compulsory education till the completion of primary education.
However, this standard will also be followed in the case of pre-primary classes.

4. For the children specified in paragraph 3, the school will get reimbursement as per
section 12 (2) of the Act. To get such reimbursement, the school will be given a separate
bank account.

5. The institution / school will not charge any capitation fee and the child or his / her parents
or guardians will not be required to undergo any scrutiny.
