Terms and Conditions:-

The school is required to comply with the provisions right to free and

compulsory education act 2009 and all, the rules/provisions prescribed under

it from time to time
The following permission (letter of intent) has been given by the concerned
school management to start the school in the academic year 2018-19 in

compliance with the provisions of the act 2009.

If the management has fulfilled all the requirements as per the prescribed rules

of the Government for setting up a school, the management should apply to the

concerned District Education Officer for first approval within one month from
the commencement of the academic year.

A) If the management has fulfilled all the requirements as pér the prescribed
rules of the Government for setting up a school, the management should
apply to the concerned District Education Officer for first approval within
one month from the commencement of the academic year.
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B) As the management has been declared eligible by this GR for the year 2018-
19, if all the requirements required for setting up a school are not available
then school management has to fulfill the requirement as per the prescribed
rules by the government, it will be mandatory for them to start the school
within 18 months from the date of GR otherwise permission will be
automatically canceled.

C) As per the comprehensive policy prescribed in government resolution dated
20* June 2012, CBSE. The school will first need to be approved in order to
obtain a NOC. After receiving such approval from the District Education
Officer (primary/secondary/inspector of education BrihanMumbai as per
paragraph (10) of the government resolution, the institution will apply to
the government for NOC after scrutinizing the application, if the school
management is fulfilling the prescribed criteria, terms and conditions, the
government will issue a NOC to the school.

The permitted school shall be bound to comply with (i) the orders and
procedures issued by the government from time to time and (ii) all the
provisions of the Maharashtra self-aided schools (establishment and
regulations) Act,2012 (01 of 2013)

The concerned competent authorities ensure that the provisions of the act 2009

have been complied with and only then take further action for first approval.

No changes will be made in the future in the medium, school location etc.

Requested by the institution for school permission. If the school is started in a

place other than a place where the Government has given permission to start

the school, the permission given by the Government will be deemed to be
automatically revoked.
